Consultancy for Curriculum Development on Gender-Based Violence Prevention for Traditional Rulers in Nigeria
Objective: To develop a comprehensive, evidence-based, contextually relevant, and practical curriculum that will strengthen the capacity of Traditional Rulers to prevent gender-based violence and promote positive social norms across their communities.
Background
The Multistakeholder Action for the Prevention of Gender-Based Violence (MAP-GBV) Project is a two-and-a-half-year initiative funded by the Ford Foundation and implemented by ActionAid Nigeria to reduce the prevalence of gender-based violence (GBV) and create safer, more equitable communities for women and girls in Nigeria.
The project mobilises traditional rulers, faith leaders, government institutions, and non-state actors to challenge harmful social norms and cultural practices that perpetuate violence against women and girls. Through a transformative and collaborative approach, the project strengthens accountability and coordination mechanisms across target states while supporting implementation of the Violence Against Persons Prohibition (VAPP) Law and other gender justice frameworks.
As part of its sustainability strategy, the project seeks to develop a standardised curriculum for Traditional Rulers on Gender-Based Violence Prevention to strengthen their knowledge, leadership capacity, and action toward addressing harmful norms and promoting gender equality within their domains.
ActionAid Nigeria therefore seeks to engage a qualified consultant to lead the development of this curriculum.

· Monitoring progress and sustaining action at community level
